1st man and 2nd woman, 2nd man and 3rd woman set
R. and L. and turn single and turn with R. H.

1st woman and 2nd man, 2nd woman and 3rd man set
R. and L. and turn single and turn with L. H.

Hey contrary sides, hey on your own side:

Ist man passing his partner in front of him dances a hey
for 3 on the women’s side, while his partner dances a hey
for 3 on the men’s side. As the 2nd and 3rd couple teach
the top of the set the man passes his partner in front of
him and continues the hey on the women’s side while the
woman continues the hey on the men’s side. (All are now
improper.) Continue the hey each couple crossing over as
they reach the top of the set until all are back to their
original positions.

1st couple cross over and cast one place, 2nd couple move up.
1st and 3rd couples circle L. (1st couple are now improper
in middle place.)

1st man cross over R. S. with 2nd man, 1st woman cross
over L. S. with 2nd woman. 1st couple cast to bottom of
set while 2nd and 3rd couple turn 2 hands and move up to
their progressed positions.
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
