A neutral couple at the top wait until the next second couple meet them then lead
down through the approaching second couple and cast up to the neutral place and
remain neutral until the next round of the dance.

When there is not a neutral couple at the bottom of the set the first couple cast round
their second couple, meet and cast up round an imaginary (ghost) second couple
Then lead up through their own second couple to place.
A neutral couple at the bottom wait until a first couple approaches them then
separate, move up outside of the set past the approaching first couple, meet and lead
down to the neutral place, wait and join in the next round of the dance.
